Transfiguration:  Our Work for Lent -  
Our Work for a Life-time 

 

 As I sit at my desk, the view out my window is a typical late 
winter scene in our area.  A little bit of snow covers the 
concrete-like ground; the deciduous trees are barren and a 
brisk wind seems to make the air even colder than the 
thermometer reads. Yet, when I look closely there are already 
signs of new life - the tips of some of the trees are beginning 
to turn a reddish color - a sure sign that below the hard earth, 
new life is waiting to burst forth. 
 The natural world is a portal to the divine; a window into 
the very heart of God. The great reformer Martin Luther 
reflected: “God writes the Gospel not in the Bible alone, but 
also on trees, and in the flowers and clouds and stars.” In 
today‟s Gospel, three disciples climb a mountain with Jesus. 
At the top they are treated not only to a spectacular view of 
their world but to a glimpse of Jesus as the beloved son of 
God.  For a moment, Peter, James and John see below the 
surface, beneath the exterior of Jesus into his very heart. The 
vision is so delightful they want to preserve it forever!   
 If we take the time to pray, to listen and to watch, Lent can 
bring us to the mountaintop to see into the heart of 
ourselves, our world, and our God.  We may be stuck into 
thinking that the issues we face as human beings, the 
problems we encounter cannot be transformed.  The world 
may fool us into believing that brokenness, injustice, war, and 
suffering are just the way it is in this life.  We may even give 
up on other people as hopeless and incapable of change. 
 Nature and the Good News teach something quite 
different.  The brown turns green again; the barren trees 
sprout new leaves and the frozen streams, in due time, teem 
with life.  In his book, God Has a Dream, retired Anglican 
Archbishop of Cape Town South Africa, Desmond Tutu 
writes: “The principle of transfiguration says nothing, no one 
and no situation  is „untransfigurable,‟ that the whole of 
creation, nature, waits expectantly for its transfiguration, 
when it will be released from its bondage and share in the 
glorious liberty of the children of God.” 
 Let us continue to journey with Jesus following the cross 
this Lent.  As we climb the mountain, may we be filled with 
hope and expectation at the signs of transfiguration in our 
own lives and in our world.  If we can, when we reach the 
top, the cross will become the bridge to new life and 
everything that we thought was “untransfigurable” will be 
transformed.

THE RCIA JOURNEY 
 

1st SCRUTINY  on the 3rd Sunday of Lent 
 

The rites of the 3rd, 4th and 5th Sundays of Lent 
don‟t have the most comforting of names.  The 
words “Scrutiny and Exorcism” have very omi-
nous connotations.  In spite of the names, the 
heart of the scrutinies is not about the sinfulness 
of the elect but about the overwhelming grace 
of God in Christ.  The exorcisms are not fear-
laden bouts with Satan but are grace filled en-
counters with the healing power of the Spirit. 
 
Each of the scrutinies is celebrated around the 
scripture of the Sunday.  It is the proclamation 
of Scripture, especially the Gospel, that serves 
to scrutinize the elect, for it is in the word pro-
claimed that we encounter Christ.  In other 
words, Jesus is the one who scrutinizes the elect, 
whom he loves and has called to himself. 
 
Next Sunday, then, this community, freed from 
evil at baptism, will listen to the story of the 
Woman at the Well and pray the scrutiny and 
the exorcism for the elect. 
 
The elect are the Samaritan Women of today.  
They are thirsting for the Living Water.  They 
are longing for God. They are asking the same 
kinds of questions asked by the woman at the 
well.  
 
We will pray God strengthens all that God loves 
in them and that they will be healed from all 
that hinders their love for God. 
 
Read John 4:1-42 this week to prepare for this 
scrutiny to be celebrated at 11AM next Sunday.
