What’s Happening? 
 

Recently the Pastoral Council and Father O’Brien enjoyed a 
special meal to thank Jim Bennett and Kathy Sheehan for 
their twelve years of ministry as trustees of St. Vincent’s 
Church. Theirs was an extraordinary tenure as they 
accompanied the parish through many challenges and 
transitions, doing so with kindness and grace.  Jim and 
Kathy’s dedication, generosity and wisdom are a gift to the 
parish.

As background for your information, corporate law requires 
each parish to have two trustees. Together with the Bishop 
(President), the Vicar General (Vice President) and the 
Pastor/Parish Life Director (Secretary/Treasure), the two lay 
trustees form the officers of the Parish Corporation.  
Trustees should be knowledgeable of the parish mission and 
familiar with parish programs. They need to be part of the 
decision making process and review and sign financial reports 
sent to the diocese.  Our trustees serve as ex officio members 
of the Pastoral Council and Finance Committee. 
 

Bishop Hubbard, at my recommendation, has appointed Al 
Turo and Angela Warner to be the new trustees of St. 
Vincent’s. Both have been members of the parish for a 
number of years and have served in a variety of ministries.   
 

Al was on the pastoral planning team for Called to BE 
Church, is an adult acolyte, a regular at Pyramid Lake and is 
currently the facilitator of the Pastoral Council. Al and his 
wife Carol have two grown sons, Brian and Jonathan.  At the 
end of December we celebrated the baptisms of their 
daughter in law, Danielle (Brian’s wife) and grandson (Ellis).  
Angela has also served on the Pastoral Council, helps to 
coordinate Children’s Liturgy of the Word, is a catechist and 
also ministers in the food pantry.

THE RCIA JOURNEY 
 

2nd Scrutiny on the 4th Sunday of  Lent 
 

Next Sunday we will celebrate the second of 
three scrutinies with Cain, our “elect”.   
 
The Gospel will be the story of the man born 
blind. This story is not so much about the man 
being healed, but about seeing as God sees.  
The accompanying ritual will be, for Cain, an 
opportunity to ask for the courage to face the 
dark places in his life and to pray for God’s light 
to heal the darkness and strengthen him on his 
journey toward baptism.  
 
The community will ask God to help Cain see 
those moments of failure and weakness as God 
sees them - not as reasons to condemn, but as 
opportunities to love with an even greater love.  
Our seeing Cain as God sees him is, for us, a 
blessing, for Cain is a sign to us that God is still 
making all things new. 
 
As we pray the scrutiny, we also ask what it 
teaches each of us about our baptismal prom-
ises.  It reminds us that we are committed to a 
life that reveals God’s vision, to a life of con-
stant conversion.  If we are sincere about asking 
God to “open our eyes”, to see as God sees, 
then we must also be willing to change the way 
we live our lives so that our lives reflect God’s 
point of view, and not ours. 
 
This week, read John 9: 1-41 to prepare for the 
scrutiny to be celebrated on Saturday, March 13 
at the 5:30 pm Liturgy.
